Maths Mastery: In our Maths Mastery this term the Year 5 children
will be focusing on

e  Multiplication and division — looking at short division. It is
important that the children are revising their quick recall of
times tables.

e Time - Analogue to digital, 12- hour and 24-hour and
converting between units of time.

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N Literacy: Our class novel for this term is George’s Marvellous
Medicine by Roald Dahl. We will begln to focus on Poetry and Recount
N Writing, looking at thinking maps in planning and the type of language
used in this writing genre. We will also continue to develop our Report
N Writing skills this term, with the children writing a non-chronological
report on sea animals found in different layers of the ocean. Children
will cover instructional writing and recount writing this term.

N We are introducing a new cursive handwriting style in our school and so
we will be introducing each lowercase letter to the children this term.

N We will then progress to capital letters in the cursive style
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ICT: Our focus for Term 2 is Digital Storytelling Film & Animation.
The children will use the iMovie app to record, edit and produce a short
movie for a particular audience and for a particular purpose, eg: Online
Safety, Water Pollution, Favourite Sea Animal, Famous Rivers or Water
Disasters.
