Children 
will research and discover information about birds that migrate to and 
from Ireland in the summer months. 

The children will develop skills in map work by labelling countries 
visited by migratory birds. Children will investigate the shape and 
structure of a bird’s wing and how a bird is able to fly. 

 

We will also be conducting a number of science experiments based on 
the four forces of flight (lift, thrust, drag and gravity) which will involve 
the children planning for investigations, obtaining evidence, 
presenting, and interpreting results and developing a range of practical 
skills, including the safe use of science equipment. These experiments 
will include: levitating a ping pong ball, crushing a tin can using air 
pressure, keeping an egg safe during flight. 

 

We will also research pioneer aviators from history, looking at where 
flight started and what the industry has evolved into. We will pay 
particular attention to Amelia Earhart and The Wright Brothers.
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
